Landowner/Tenant Qualification Overview
e Two (2) or more contiguous acres operated as a farm unit for agricultural purposes.
Landowner Operation Qualifications

e Must have legal ownership in qualifying land, be a resident of lowa, and
meet one or more of the following:

Operator on the farm unit.

Make annual decisions about the farm operation.

Raise specialty crops.

Land is enrolled in a conservation reserve program.

Rent entire farm to an adult child who operates the farm unit.
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Tenant Operation Qualifications

e Must be a resident of lowa and rents and actively farms agricultural land owned by another
person. Rental includes cash rent or share crop arrangements.

Qualifications for Family Members

e Spouse or child (under 18 years old or 18 or 19 and in high school or a general equivalency
degree program) who resides with owner or tenant.

Deer Tags Available per Farm Unit
e One (1) any-deer tag.
e One (1) antlerless deer tag.
e Two (2) paid antlerless deer tags.

Turkey Tags Available per Farm Unit

e One (1) Spring Turkey Tag.
e One (1) Fall Turkey Tag.
